With computer software and hardware testing, often logic pass/fail failures occur because of combinational issues. For example, one state of a factor may not work when exercised in unison with particular state conditions of two other factors.





It is typically impossible to test all possible combinations of input parameters when trying to ensure that no one combination can cause a failure.  Multi-dimensional testing is an approach for efficiently testing a logic pass/fail response given multiple combinational input considerations. With this strategy, a carefully selected small number of possible subset factor combinations can yield a satisfactory test of combinational effects (not to be confused with interaction effects).  For this test methodology, several quantifiable “test coverage” statements are available. A computer program can be used to provide test designs for any number of factors and levels considerations.

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Certification Classes


To enroll in ASQ certification refresher courses, please register through Austin Community College (ACC). Austin ASQ partners with ACC to offer ASQ certification refresher courses. Classes are planned and scheduled 6 months in advanced for those courses with historical predictable demand; all classes require a minimum of six (6) committed students. Classes with less than 6 students registered can be cancelled up until the class start date due to arrangement requirements. The scheduled dates of these courses are aligned with the ASQ official certification exam dates predetermined by ASQ headquarters. Certification refresher courses can be taken to prepare for the certification exam(s), as part of a curriculum or program of study, and/or as part of professional development.
